agreement on the targets with highest priority for SMD (Sustainable Mountain Development). A subsequent 

workshop then identified SDG targets of particular importance for improving the climate resilience of 

mountain communities. The SDG target subsets identified were applied to case studies using data 

accessible within the SDG framework and Geographic Information Systems. These efforts were conducted 

with local partner organizations in Ecuador, Kyrgyzstan, Switzerland, Uganda, and the Hindu Kush
